Applications are available online, at Dublin Police Services (Monday – Friday, 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM), or by 

calling Officer C. Blaylock at (925) 833-6690.  All applicants under the age of 18 years old must have parental 

consent before attending the Academy.  Classes will be limited to 20 – 25 students, and City of Dublin residents 

will have first priority.  Potential participants must successfully complete a background investigations check, 

sign waiver forms, and be approved by the Chief of Police.  Felony or misdemeanor arrests are cause for 

application denial.
